Latest, greatest from Align, the Trex 700 LE 3G flybarless 

helicopter!! This kit comes with nearly everything in the box. 

Servos, Lipo rx battery, voltage regulator,carbon main and tail 
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bladesand the 3G unit which has the flybarless gyros as well as 

the tail gyro. Using your transmitter, rx, engine and muffler and a 

servo for the throttle completes the package.  

It took me approximately three evenings to build and rig the heli 

and another few hours to study and setup the flybarless system. I 

am still waiting on an engine but I should have it installed and 

flying by the time this is in print. I will be using a YS 91SR. I am 

really anxious to fly this beast as this will be my first foray into a 

flybarless heli.  

For those interested, the kit and everything in it lists for $1,290. 

The main benefits of going flybarless is reduced parts count, 

simpler setup, much greater control authority and responsiveness 

and more power. Most people in the know estimate that 20-30% 

of the power in a heli is used by the flybar. Eliminating the flybar 

and associated mechanics makes all that power available to the 

main blades.
