I want to relate my recent frustration with re-entering the 

electric power arena.  As you know from 

previous reports, I bought both the 

ParkZone P-51 and bf109G Messerschmitt 

bind n fly airplanes.  I put both on my 

Spectrum DX6i transmitter and first flew 

the P-51 five times with great resultséput it away and flew 

the bf109G five times, again with great results.  Coincidently, 

on the sixth flight of each airplane the motors failed to achieve 

full throttle.  So bad, neither would fly.  Mumble, mumble, 

grumble, WTF is going on? L  
 

I called Horizon tech services and talked to three different 

techs over a weekôs time.  The bottom line, they sent me a new 

battery for the P-51 and a new motor and ESC for the bf109G.  

Tried both airplanes with the new goodies with the same result 

ï no throttle.  Mumble L grumble L CRAP! L  
 

Called Horizon boiling mad, ready to forego any further 

dalliance with this damned electric technology.  However, 

Horizon Tech Jeff gets on the line and calmly asked if I had 

checked the throttle throw on the DX6i transmitter.  Say 

what!!! !?  No, I had not even suspected the tx and none of the 

other three Horizon techs had either!  Grumble. teeth-nash, 

clinch-lipped nasal ex-hale Léso  I checked the DX6i and 

sure enough, the throttle pot was haywire. 
 

I hung up from olô Jeffy and switched both airplanes over to 

the Spektrum DX7. Hooray, J the P-51 

was back to normal.  However, L not so 

with the bf109G that was sporting a brand 

new motor and ESCéit would turn up 

without a prop, but with a prop it would not 

turn up and surged terribly.  Dirty frocken-

frich!!!   L  Blood pressure now out of controlé.installed and 

re-installed the power system several times with the same 

results.  Be damned if I was gonna call Horizon, I might not 

get that know-it-all Jeff again, so I called our own electric 

guru Sir Richard Dietz of Clayton.  Sir Richard strode into my 

hanger (aka garage) in a calm deliberate manner, slowly and 

carefully read the directions, got into the ESC programming, 

and resolved my problem, which was evidently a glitch in the 

default settings of the ESC.  Anyway, thanks to Sir Richard I 

am again happy with my venture into electric power. J 

 

BUT WAIT!   Thereôs more to the storyéI sent the DX6i 

back to horizon with a note saying I did 

not want that defective piece of junk back, 
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fixed or not; rather, I wanted it replaced with a DX7.  They 

called and said that due to the recent recall of the DX6i they 

would honor my request for a DX7éif I would pay the 

difference.  I agreed, so now I have two great DX7 radios.  

(Hey, thatôs enough for 40 airplanesé.I am going to need a 

bigger hanger.)  My advice to any of you still flying the DX6i, 

especially if it is last yearôs model, get rid of it and get a 

Spektrum DX7.  Big Sky Hobbies sells the TX only for $ 

179.99é.it is $229.99 at Horizon. (Of courseéfree advice is 

worth what you pay for it!)

This RC kite is carbon frame with rip stop nylon fabric.  It is 

powered by a vector thrust motor having no control surfaces.  

Pitch and yaw are accomplished by rotating the motor/prop up 

or down and right or left. 

 
 

 
 

Length is 55ò, span is 53ò, and height is 28ò.  It will weigh 

about 20 ounces in the air.  It has a brushless motor and will 

use a 3S 1250mAh LiPo battery. 

 

This kite will require low wind conditions and its first flight 

was exciting.  Since there are not control surfaces, power must 

be on to get any control through the application of vector 

thrust.  Without power, it is just a kite without a string. 

I look forward to those low wind days when I can go fly a kite.
